Although
Jekyll temporarily satiates himself with a feeling of liberty
occasioned by anti—social behaviors enacted by Hyde both as a
splitting self of double and as an atavistic self with primitive
desires, the doctor is a subject who is afflicted with a sense of
guilt on criminal acts and a fear of punishment. By delving into
the significance of multiplicity and contradiction embedded in a
phrase, a solution of the bonds of obligation, we will focus on the
trajectory of bourgeois professional gentleman’s normative
ideology uncovered in Jekyll’'s confessional and self-reflective
narrative which ultimately takes ascendancy over the other self
who seeks to satisfy one’s own desires by escaping from the
soclial restraints of morality and custom with regard to code of
conduct. In his efforts to curb Hyde as the representative of
insanity and violence, Utterson can be seen as an active agent of
dominant discourses aided by the combination of power and
knowledge. Conceiving of Hyde as the threatening other

undermining the stability of his consciousness and his psyche,
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Utterson tries to make the stability of his respectable and manly

self solidified by entrapping Hyde within the boundary of system
of control.
